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Downtown Early Voting Location Opens Today 

 

 

July 15, 2016 (Memphis, Tenn.) Early voting for the Aug. 4 State Primary and County General Election 

begins at the Downtown location today. The Downtown polling place is the only one that will be open 

today and tomorrow, but on Monday, all satellite locations will open. 

 

The Downtown location, at 157 Poplar Ave., is in the Shelby County Office Building. The poll will open 

today at 10 a.m., and will close at 7 p.m. Saturday the hours are from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. 

 

Monday, July 18, 21 satellite locations open across the county, and voting continues at the Downtown 

location. Hours are from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through Friday through July 30. On Saturdays (July 

23 and July 30), the hours are from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. All polling locations are closed on Sundays. 

 

“We are moving toward opening all locations on the first day of early voting,” said Linda Phillips, 

administrator of elections for the Shelby County Election Commission. “My goal is to make voting as 

quick and convenient for the voters as possible, so all eligible voters will come and cast their ballots.”  

 

Phillips encourages people to vote early, because they can vote from any of the polling locations, not 

just their precinct polling places, as required on Election Day.
