Five single-family 

residential districts are establishedðR-15, R-10, R-8, R-6 and R-3 ï Which are 

differentiated primarily on the basis of minimum lot area and setback 

requirements.

During the year of 2004, the current home was renovated and had a garage 

expansion which encroached into the side street setback. After the expansion was 

added, the past homeowner sold the home in 2005 to the current ownerôs, the 

Crosbyôs. The current property owners purchased the home in July of 2005 and have 

inherited the need for the minor relief required to cause the current property to be in 

compliance with the current side street setback regulation.
